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What is the Curfew Law in Los Angeles?

It is unlawful for any minor under the age of 18 to be present in or upon any street,
highway, road, curb area, alley, park, playground, or other public ground, public place,
or public building, place of amusement or eating place, vacant lot or unsupervised place
between the hours of 10 p.m. on any day and sunrise of the immediately following day;
provided, however, that the following sections do not apply: a) when the minor is
accompanied by his or her parents or guardian; or b) when the minor is upon an errand
directed by his or her parent or legal guardian; or c) when the minor is attending or
going to or returning directly home from a public meeting or place of public
environment such as a movie, play school dance; or d)when the presence of such
minor in said place is connected to or required for a business, trade profession or
occupation in which said minor is lawfully engaged; or e) when the minor is involved
in an emergency such as a fire, natural disaster, automobile accident, a situation
requiring immediate action to prevent serious bodily injury or loss of life: or f) when
the minor is in a motor vehicle involved in interstate travel; or g) when the minor is on
a sidewalk abutting the minors residence.

A great deal of crime in West Valley is committed by or upon juveniles. We ask that

you call the police for juveniles who appear to be in violation of the above offense. Dial

Here is info worth the price of your car...

WHAT WILL the car thieves THINK OF NEXT?

The car thieves peer through the windshield of your car or truck, write down the VIN #
from the label on the dash, go to the local car dealership and request a duplicate key
based on the VIN #. I, Officer Carnahan didn't believe this e-mail, so I called my car
dealership and pretended I had lost my keys. They told me to just bring in the VIN #,
and they would cut me one on the spot, and I could order the keyless device if I
wanted. The Car Dealer's Parts Department will make a duplicate key from the VIN #,
and collect payment from the thief who will return to your car. He doesn't have to
break in, do any damage to the vehicle, or draw attention to himself. All he has to do is
walk up to your car, insert the key and off he goes to a local Chop Shop with your
vehicle. You don't believe it? It IS that easy.

To avoid this from happening to you, simply put some tape (electrical tape, duct tape or
medical tape, or a dashboard cover) across the VIN Metal Label located on the
dashboard. By law, you cannot remove the VIN, but you CAN cover it so it can't be
viewed through the windshield by a car thief. I urge you to forward this to your friends
before some other car thief steals another car or truck. I slipped a 3 x 5 card over the
VIN NUMBER.

PASS THIS INFORMATION ON TO ALL YOUR FAMILY AND FRIENDS.

Additionally, we remind you to always lock your car, and take your keys with you,
even when you are “just leaving the car for a minute”.

Please do not leave ANYTHING of value in your car (purse, cell phone, laptop
computers, ipods, GPS devices etc). The economy in our nation is getting worse, and
your property is looking more and more enticing to anyone who is looking to make
fast money.
