DID YOU KNOW THAT YOU CAN 

PREVENT PROPERTY CRIMES? 

 

Itôs trueéYOU CAN prevent property 

crimes from happening.  With minimal 

effort and a little self discipline, you and 

your family can take active steps in 

preventing burglaries and thefts. 

 

Property crimes are the number 1 crime that 

occurs in the West Valley Area.  This has 

been a fact of life for decades. 

 

Residential burglaries and burglaries and 

thefts from motor vehicles top the crime 

charts here in West Valley.  One-third to 

one-half of all the home burglaries and 

thefts last year should never have occurred.  

These crimes are crimes of opportunity and 

the victims gave the bad guys great 

opportunities.  Open and unlocked windows 

and doors let roaming burglars waltz into 

homes and millions of dollars in property 

was lost.  If these victims of crime had 

locked their doors and windows and closed 

blinds and drapes, the burglars would have 

kept moving on down the street.  It is also 

very important that if someone knocks on 

the door when you are home, LET THEM 

KNOW YOU ARE HOME.  You donôt 

have to open the door, but let whoever is at 

your door KNOW someone is home. 

 

Our cars are another popular place to break 

in and steal property.  Many people use 

their vehicles to store valuable property, or 

just ñforgetò to bring high priced and 

popular items inside their homes.  Purses, 

wallets, IPods, laptop computers, PDAôs, 

cell phones, and money are the top items 

taken out of vehicles.  Donôt fall victim to a 

car burglar.  Take ALL of your property out 

of your car, if you have to park it outside.  

AND LOCK YOUR CAR UP.  If you have 

a garage, clean it out and park your car IN 

your garage. 

 

Etching an ID number (like your driverôs 

license number) on valuable property will 

make it easier to get your property back to 

you, if you do become a victim of a 

property crime. 
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The New LAPD Anonymous Tip Services 

 

The LAPD has developed two new 

anonymous tip services in response to 

public demand for a secure way to submit 

crime tips to authorities.  You can now send 

tips anonymously through text messaging 

by typing ñLAPDò and your message to 

ñCRIMESò (274637).  The message is 

encrypted, which masks the senderôs 

identity before opening a dialogue with the 

LAPD Crime Stoppers. 

 

There is also a new Web link where you can 

send the LAPD tips. Go to 

http://www.lapdonline.org/ and follow the 

link for ñAnonymous Web Tips.ò  This also 

uses a secure server which protects your 

identity and makes it impossible for 

detectives to track. 

 

The LAPD wants information on any type 

of crime, and these resources provide a 

great way to help cut back the crime in our 

neighborhoods safely.  Remember, tip 

services are for non- emergencies only, so if 

you have an emergency, always dial 911.
