Thanksgiving is around the corner, and the Holiday shopping season is right 
behind it.  Here are a few pointers to protect yourself and your family during the shopping season: 
 

- Be aware of who is around you and what is going on around you. 
- Shop with friends or family, because there is safety in numbers. 
- Avoid carrying large amounts of cash. 
- Pay for purchases with a check, credit, or debit card.

- Park in a high visibility areas, and check for lighting in case you leave during hours of darkness. 
- Do not park next to a vehicle with dark, tinted windows. 
- Prior to arriving at the shopping center, lock all of your valuable in the trunk of your vehicle. 
- Ask security to escort you to your vehicle if you feel uncomfortable. 
- Walk briskly, confidently, and directly through the parking lot.  Be cautious of people handing out 

flyers or asking questions in the parking lot. 
- Watch for people who may be following you.  This can occur inside as well as outside.  If you suspect 

someone is following you, report it to security immediately.
